MISSION OF THE SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 

The Society of Asian Art of Hawai’i, Inc. promotes the pursuit of higher education by awarding scholarship grants to deserving Hawai’i college or university students studying Asia-related art courses at Hawai’i institutions of higher learning. 

TYPES AND AMOUNT OF SCHOLARSHIPS 

The Scholarship Program is funded from contributions from individuals and organizations as well as fund-raising activities conducted by the Society. For 2019-2020 the Society expects to award anywhere from $1,000 to $4,000 to each qualified applicants.  
1. Rhoda E. A. Hackler Asian Art Scholarship Fund
2. Society of Asian Art of Hawai’i Scholarship Fund

3. Susan Burkhart Scholarship Fund
The SAAH Scholarship Committee will determine the amounts based on the availability of funds. Note: to assure that applicants actually enroll in the courses they have selected, half of the scholarship amount will be given in September, 2019, and the remaining half will be given in January, 2020, after the fall transcript for 2019 completed courses and the spring 2020 course registration form have been submitted electronically to the email listed above and on the application form.
ELIGIBILITY 

• Applicant must be a registered student at time of application and plans to take academic coursework pertinent to Asia-related art during 2019-2020; 
• Applicant must be a registered college or university student in Hawai’i with a cumulative grade point average of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale at the time when the scholarship is used;
• Applicant must complete the application and provide all required documents by the stated deadline. The Scholarship Committee reserves the right to request supplemental materials from any applicant; 

• Previous scholarship awardees are eligible to re-apply for a maximum of two consecutive annual awards. Priority is given to first time applicants. Students enrolling in one-credit thesis or dissertation courses are ineligible to apply.

IV. EXPECTATIONS OF AWARDEES

Students awarded scholarships receive an honorary student membership (non-voting status) in the Society and are invited to attend presentations and Society meetings between September and April. Awardees are also invited to attend, gratis, the Society’s banquets around Chinese New Year and in May. At the May dinner awardees are required to give a 5-10 minute presentation or performance about the academic work they engaged in while receiving scholarship support and an update on their Asian art field career plans. At the completion of the scholarship award period, scholarship recipients are required to submit an official transcript verifying completed coursework relating to Asian art for each semester in proof that the courses listed in the application have been successfully completed. This is to be received at the above-referenced email address within sixty (60) days after the coursework has been completed.
